The programme is designed to support schools in 
engaging whole school communities in environmental action, providing guidance and tools to reduce 
environmental impact, unlocking savings through efficiency measures, and measuring the difference 
this makes.

It includes teacher training, 
assemblies, student sessions, and an account to plan and track progress. The programme also 
provides ready-made, high-quality resources to support delivery, with rewards and recognition to 
celebrate achievements.
